Therefore,
penetrating into a "circle state" is but an attempt to address some problems
facing the human race, with their differences and diversities, in their

progression toward their dreams. As for the statue painting, it deals with
opening horizons in man's struggle for life. As I view it, both the circle and
the statue have historical references, especially to do with the Arabic letter,
with a concentration on visual aspects that serve the strategy of Arab
artistic thought in accomplishing modem artistic goals. In essence,

however, the exhibition is an attempt to examine the relationship between
concepts and goals, originality and modernism, and between the present and
the future with the same dialectic view applied when looking at any modemn
painting that considers techniques, thought, hypotheses and objectives which
I seek. To achieve these, I use the form of the circle and the statue within a
framework of human heritage, the doors of which I knock rationally in order
to comprehend the reality I face. Finally, these works carry various ideas
which I investigate thoughtfully in a manner that suits the remainings of my
wrecked entity in its attempt to understand the importance of history, which
repeats itself: coming, going, changeing and renewing itself through real
confrontation with man.
