Many constraints have affected the development of art in the occupied
territories . Despite some pioneering attempts to encourage the creation of
a National Art movement , the repressive political realities have forced
almost all artists to work in an atmosphere of aesthetic vacuum .

In the Occupied Territories there are no specialized art accademies or
institutions neither are there any exhibition halls or gallerys where art-
work can professionally be diplayed . Most importantly the artists are
deprived of establishing contact with fellow artists or art movements
outside the Occupied Territories and have little access to critical
evaluation of their work .

In the absence of a proper artistic milieu to support, absorb and direct the
artists, their expressive choices became limitted, repetitive and
unsatisfactory . This put some artists in conflict between the need to
honestly , portray the problems and aspirations of their people and at the
same time attain a level of creative freedom, allowing them to grow and
develop artistically . s

The artists participating in ""New Visions” have ventured each in his/her
oun way to explore and deepen their artistic perspectives, believing in
linking their earlier experiences with newly paved outlooks. Their new
creative venues intercrossed in "New Visions" echoing the wider
challenges that have faced the Palestinians in the past few years, mainly of
liberation and change .

Based on their recent experiences and in an effort to communicate an
experimental spirit and a more serious approach to the arts in the
Occupied Territories. The artists of "New Visions" are working at
establishing two specialized art centers/galleries in Jerusalem and
Ramallah . They hope that these centers would bridge the isolation
imposed on the art scene, introducing and fostering an appreciation of
contemporary Arab and International Art .
