BORIS KASHISHVILI is a Georgian painter living in Moscow. He was part of the artistic ‘
soviet underground. Three of his works are part of this show. ‘

MARIA MAZKOWENKO was born in Moscow in 1953. She is considered one of the best
artists of the young generation. She has held numerous exhibits in Moscow, Austria,
Switzerland, Frarice, Holland and Finland. One of her works is exhibited in this show.

IGOR OBROSQV was born in Moscow in 1930. He is a former president of the Soviet
Artists' Union. A number of his works can be found in Russian Museums and around the
world. He specidlises in painting landscapes and portraits. One painting is in this show.

TAYMOUR was born in St. Petersburg in 1960 and now lives in Moscow. He was part of
the artistic soviet underground in the 1980s. He is considered among the best
contemporary artists in the world. Two of his paintings are in this show.

DINA VOBA was born in 1950. She is an Abkhazian artist who lives in Moscow. Her work is
deeply influenced by the Russian avant-garde, and focuses on painting flowers and
portraits. Three of her works are part of this show..

OLEG VUKOLOV was born in Pjatigosk in 1933, and now lives between Moscow and the
south of France. He exhibited in Russia and around the world. Some of his works can be
found in Russian museums, in Europe, and in the United States. He is well known in
international arts circles, and his fame increased after his recent focus on painting
variations on pillows. Five of his works are part of this exhibit. r

ANATOLI ZVEREV was born in Moscow, and died in 1986. He was part of the artistic ‘

soviet underground. He focused on poriraiture. Two of his works can be found in this
show.
